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A WORD FROM THE EDITOR

The Editorial board of the journal Archival Views has prepared the new, 
fifth issue of the journal. This is a professional archival journal that is the result 
of the International archival conference titled “5th Tuzla Archival Days,” held 
on September 27 and 28, 2024, at the “Salis” Hotel in Tuzla. The relevance of 
archival collections in archives, as well as the numerous dilemmas regarding 
them, prompted the conference's organizing committee to choose the theme 
Archival Collections, with the following sub-themes:

Legal aspects,
Collection and acquisition of archival collections,
Formation of archival collections in archives,
Personal and family collections,
The importance of archival collections for research,
Other current issues related to the topic.

The goal of the conference was to highlight this issue through 
presentations, discussions, and the exchange of experiences and opinions, aiming 
to reach more uniform approaches and standardization of practices related to 
archival collections, with particular emphasis on the specifics of forming, 
conceptualizing, and setting parameters for creating collections, their description, 
and similar aspects. Special attention during the presentations and discussions 
was given to the specifics of forming electronic collections, their accessibility, 
and use. In order to develop the most unified and adequate solutions for the 
correct understanding, analysis, and elaboration of the topic, it was essential for 
prominent archival experts from Bosnia and Herzegovina, Croatia, Serbia, 
Slovenia, and Montenegro to jointly analyze the subject matter.

After the conference, the editorial team of the journal conducted 
activities to prepare the new, fifth issue, including the preparation of submitted 
papers for publication. The fifth issue contains a total of 24 contributions, seven 
of which are archival articles, four are historical articles, six relate to the 
presentation of new publications, and seven are reports from archival 
conferences. The authors of the contributions are prominent archival experts and 
scholars from Bosnia and Herzegovina, Croatia, Serbia, Slovenia, and 
Montenegro.

Archival Views is primarily an archival journal, and as such, the majority 
of the published papers fall under the section Archival Articles. A total of seven 
papers were published in this section. The first paper is a co-authored work by 
Assistant Professor Dr. Tatjana Hajtnik (Archives of the Republic of Slovenia) 
and Professor Dr. Miroslav Novak (Provincial Archives Maribor, Slovenia), 
titled Information security and processes of archival professional work.
